JUROR

Our Juror for 2019 CVWG Annual Exhibition is Roanoke artist

Nancy Stark. She is best known for her vibrantly colored, large

scale paintings of railroad cars. Early paintings in this series were
representative in nature and done in transparent watercolor on paper.
More recent work has been done on gessoed wooden panels with
fluid acrylics and found objects. Nancy’s railroad artwork was featured
in “Getting Down the Essentials” Watercolor Magazine, Winter 2007
and in “La Passion du rail” Practique des Arts No 114, 2014. Today
she holds signature status in the American Watercolor Society, National
Watercolor Society and several other watercolor societies. Nancy has
served as juror for art exhibitions on the local, regional and state level.

Regardless of artistic style, subject matter, size, or choice of medium,
Nancy feels good paintings should speak to the viewer. The artwork
may cause a reaction, evoke a memory, or stir up a feeling.

ELIGIBLE ARTISTS
Virginia residents age 18 or older.

ENTRY FEE (All Artists): $35

Note: A handling fee of $25 will be charged for accepted
works not delivered to McGuffey Art Center by hand.

ELIGIBLE WORKS
e QOriginal works completed after January 1, 2016

e Acceptable water media: watercolor, acrylic, casein,
gouache. Ink, watercolor crayons; graphite may be
present but must not dominate. No water soluble oil
or pastel products.

¢ Acceptable substrates: natural or synthetic paper,
paperboard.

¢ Collage elements permissible if created by the artist in
compliance with acceptable water media and substrate
requirements. Less than 10-15% acceptable.

¢ No reproductions or works that were juried into a previous
CVWG annual show will be accepted.

e Works must be original in concept and execution, conceived
and created without the direction of an instructor. Photo
references must be the property of the artist.

o Artists may submit up to two works, but only one is
eligible to be juried in.
FRAMING
e Maximum framed dimension must not exceed 44” x 44”.
The painted image MUST be no smaller than 8” X 10”.
e White or light neutral (grey, tan, etc.) mats ONLY.
If you choose to ‘float' your painting to expose the edges,
an additional mat must be used to ensure your artwork
is not touching the cover.

e Simple wood or metal frames ONLY. Moulding should
not exceed 2 inches in wicth.

e Cover with Plexiglas (or comparable acrylic). NO GLASS!

e Painting must be ready to hang with screw eyes or 'd-rings'
on the back, placed between 2 and 3 inches from the top.
No wire is required. If you have your work professionally
framed, be sure to follow these additional directions.

¢ Poorly or improperly matted or framed paintings
are subject to disqualification.
